Children who are not adopted are always transfaoether children’s homes once
they become 3 years old. In April, 3 children weeasferred to Vision for Africa and
1 child to Victory Child Care Project. In July, Aildren were transferred to Watoto
Bbira Village. When they join the different chila'e homes, they go to school and
continue with their education.

The baby was then rushed to Ruba
hospital and after referred to Sanyu Babi
Home for care and protection.
