She is drinking well and getting healthier with each passing
day. We are thrilled to announce that Mary now has a foster family and will soon be in their
care.

We are so happy to announce that she is
now at home in Atlanta, Georgia with her mother, father, and three big brothers. She began medical treatments
upon arrival and her parents will continue to provide her with the best possible care. She is currently suffering from
dehydration and is resistant to the necessary amount of liquids that she needs, so please pray for her. We know that
her parents will give her a wonderful life, and thank God for His provision in this situation.

A Day in the Life of Mama Kate

Kate Kugonza has been a mother at Sanyu for over four years. She is 29 years old and has been married for four
years. Because her family lives in Entebbe - an hour drive from Kampala - she often sleeps in a spare room at Sanyu
on a mat. Up until last month, she served as a care worker mama, caring for the daily needs of the children. Mamas
at Sanyu work 6 days in a row, with one day off. They then switch to 6 nightsinarow, 4 A 1 K 2y S RI &

Mothers working the day shift arrive at the home for prayer and devotional time at 7:30am. From 8-9am they
bathe, feed, dress and prepare the children for class time. At 12pm, the mamas feed the children, change their
clothes, and put them down for a nap. From 3-5pm, they play, sing with, and look after the children. While the
children are in class or napping, the mamas stay very busy with daily activities including: washing and changing
nets/sheets/blankets for OKA f RNy Qa o06SRas> aONMzmoAy3d ol KNR2Yas
crafts for the Sanyu craft shop. In addition, if a child is hospitalized, a mama stays with him/her 24 hours a day, 7
days a week until discharged.

Mamas working the night shift arrive at the home at 5pm. At 5:30pm, they bathe, feed, dress and prepare the
children for bed. After the children are asleep, the mamas do the dishes, clean the floors and wash dirty nappies.
They sleep on mats on the floor and wake at 12am and 5am to feed the small babies. After the babies are fed each
time, their clothes are changed and dirty nappies are washed.

In January, Mama Kate moved on from the care worker department to the catering department. She is now
responsible for preparing and cooking all the food for the children. She loves the time spent with the babies and is
grateful for her job. As you can see, the mamas at Sanyu work very hard to give these children the highest quality of
life. We are so grateful for their dedication and hard work, and thank God He has provided us with such loving
mothers for the children.

New Toilet & Shower Facilities Officially Opened

On 13™ December 2009, we officially opened the new toilet and shower room for the children of Sanyu Babies
Home. Though the project was completed in April and the babies have been utilizing the space ever since, the room
and its contents are now officially handed over to our ownership. Shikamano Africa was responsible for the
construction of the new facilities, and report spending approximately 50 million shillings on the improvements. The

We were
somewhat surprised when she named about 30 children. She asked us who we were interested in, and we asked for
some time to think about it. We had become attached to so many how would we ever choose just one?

My wife asked me what | thought of Mathew, a baby boy she had a special bond with and come to love. | decided to
go spend some time with Mathew before we made our final decision.

| was all alone in the Baby Room and identified Mathew's bed; | picked him up and held him, looked into his eyes
and immediately fell in love. | can't describe to you the pride and joy that little boy instilled in me that day. | felt so
proud to be able to say that this little boy was going to be my son ... my boy!!!

We spent our last 4 weeks feeding, changing and playing with Mathew constantly. At the end of this time we had to
return to our home country and begin the adoption process there. It was a very difficult time being so far away from
our boy, not knowing his health, if he's happy, if he's growing...?

We decided that my wife should return to Uganda before the court date and
take care of Mathew. | arrived back in Uganda 3 days before our court-date.
We were awarded Legal Guardianship of Mathew 4 months after we had met
him, we were so happy!! Since that day Mathew has been under our constant
care and there is nothing we would change. It amazes me everyday the things
OKAf RNBY R 2m sbpyoRd eder$ timdJfoxk at my son.

My life has not been the same since that day | met Mathew and | am only too
proud to call myself his father and am so excited to see what he grows up to
become.

Poultry Project Update

Our new farm manager, John Michael Katumba, has taken over the poultry project, replacing the retired Jajja
Elvanson. We are excited to announce that on 28" December, we were able to purchase around 300 broilers
(chickens we use for meat). In addition to providing meat for the children, many broilers are now for sale. Each bird
costs UGX.

We now have approximately 260 layers (chickens we use for eggs). Some chickens are not able to produce eggs, so a
veterinarian came to help us identify which ones would be able to do so. The ones who are not able to produce eggs
will now be sold for UGX. 8000 to bring money back into the home.

We once again thank you for your support of the poultry project. Without your generosity, none of this would be
possible. We call upon anyone whose heart is burdened for the babies here to help us purchase more chickens-
layers and broilers alike. Please contact the Administrator for details on this project and how to help keep it going.

It is our great
hope and prayer that through projects like these, we will be able to be a self-sustainable organization and not have
to be so heavily reliant upon donations.

When Peace is
ready, we will have her become pregnant with the help of a veterinarian.
After she gives birth to the calf, it is our prayer that she will then give us a
great supply of milk.
